1. Bill Phillips, of course, on the way to collect his Nobel Prize.

2. Bruce’s main interest was drama.  After leaving for LA he eventually became the Executive Directorof the Academy of  Motion Pictures, Arts, and Sciences.
3. At that time professor Smith was ensconced in the upper reaches of Founders Hall in a small office crammed with highly flammable paperbound books.

4. Trough Creek is less iron-stained than formerly, but it still flows alongside a wide meadow suitable for picnics and frisbee tossing deep inside Trough Creek State Park.

5. It is the the late 1960s.  Climb the porch steps of the Mission House on 18th St., enter, turn left, knock on the door and Dr. Guss will greet you.
6. Professor Dick Hunter.  He did the voices of Scrooge, Marley, the Ghost of Christmas Past, Tiny Tim (questionable) and all the rest.
7..Bill Berrier, who holds a truckload of records in Juniata athletics prior to becoming Juniata’s baseball coach for many years, once managed a farm team of the Los Angeles.  Just this last year Bill was inducted into the MAC Hall of Fame.
8. According to Professor Don Mitchell the dominos were mattresses.
9. Before being intrigued by the soft pliability of clay, Jack taught in the English Department.

10. None other than John Denver of Rocky Mountain High fame.

11. The old Totem Inn (so named bdcause Juniata sports teams were once the JUNIATA INDIANS, remember?) was in the basement of the old women’s gym.
12. Juniata played the Missouri Valley Vikings  in the 1956 Tangerine Bowl in Orlando, Fl, a game that resulted in a 6-6 tie. Juniata played Wittenberg College in the 1973 Amos Alonzo Stagg Bowl in Phenix City, AL, and was stomped into the turf 41 to 0.
13. You can see the visage of Jacob Zuck in a stained glass window in the east wing of the Old Library – now the Juniata College Museum of Art - on 17th Street.  The window was installed in 1908, the year after the llibrary was built.  Professor Zuck died of pneumonia at the age of 32, reputedly from sleeping in unheated Founders Hall during its construction.
14. It was professor Esther Doyle who had such a long and distinguished teaching career at Juniata.  In her early years she lived in the I.Harvey House where Eva Hartzler also lived.

15. Harold Brumbaugh’s digs were in The Cloister and in Tussey Hall.
16. According to Professor Betty Ann Cherry, who should know, Skip’s was a student hang-out, sans alcohol, in a “log-cabin-like structure” on the left  side of Moore St., just below the house on the corner of Moore and Stone Church Lane.
17. The casket was part of a student protest against slavery in 1964/65.  If any alum can provide more detail we would like to hear it.
18. The three “traditions” were the Raft Regatta (sunk), the Soap Box Derby (crashed) and the Madrigal Dinner (still being served).
19. It was a steam roller!  Before it could flatten a cluster of tuition-paying bystanders, a student – class of 1965? - jumped on it and then another followed and hit the brakes.
20. The Monopoly game was conceived by Toby Dills, class of 1967.  The dice (cardboard boxes) were thrown from a fire escape on the east side of Students Hall (no longer standing) at the corner of  Moore St. and the former 18th St.
21.It was the radical feminist, Ti-Grace Atkinson, who riled the students.  The subject of her talk is uncertain, but a clue may be found in  a pamphlet she published the following year entitled "Vaginal orgasm as a mass hysterical survival response"

22. Sherwood Forest was a vaguely-defined area of towering trees on  the campus below Sherwood Dormitory.  Little remains.

23.The site was called Sheep Rock Shelter.

24. Surely all the students who made the long, tiring trip to Beaufort will remember stepping off the bus in the parking lot, entering Tony’s Sanitary Fish Restaurant, and breathing the aroma of Tony’s famous hush puppies fried in Duke’s Peanut Oil.

25. Glenn Gray, who taught for many years at Colorado College and died in 1977 wrote The Warriors, a reflection on men in combat based on his experiences in WWII.  Of his several books, this was the most influential, especially during the years of the war in Vietnam.
