Advanced Placement or
International Baccalaureate Credit
Advanced Placement
Incoming freshmen with scores of 4 or 5 on an Advanced Placement exam may be offered Juniata College credits.   Selected Advanced Placement tests have been designated by the appropriate academic programs as equivalent to one or more Juniata College courses.  If the student accepts advanced placement credit for such a test, the student may then be exempt from taking the equivalent course(s) and, in fact, may not take the course(s) for additional Juniata credit.  If an Advanced Placement test is not designated equivalent to a Juniata College course or courses, general credits in the appropriate division (Natural Sciences, Social Sciences, Fine Arts, etc.) may still be offered and applied toward the fulfillment of distribution requirements required for graduation.

Students with an Advanced Placement score of 4 or 5 in a foreign language and who enroll in an intermediate or advanced foreign-language course during their first year at Juniata College may receive up to four credit hours for that AP work.  Any student planning to pursue foreign language studies at Juniata is strongly encouraged to take the University of Wisconsin placement exam on the second day of orientation.  Taking this exam will ensure that students are in the appropriate language section for the level of preparation they have had.

 Please note that even students who score well on the AP English exam are not exempt from taking the required freshman writing course, College Writing Seminar (CWS).  Students who earn AP English credits will be able to use them to fulfill humanities (H) distribution requirements.

Students are advised to inform their orientation academic advisors of possible AP credit and have AP test scores from the Educational Testing Service sent to Juniata at the address below for evaluation:

Test scores arrive at the end of July and are reviewed by the Registrar’s Office and department chairs.  The results are then available for any course changes that may be necessary during the Drop/Add period, the first seven class days of the semester.

Advanced Placement credit may also be used toward fulfilling some requirements in the Program of Emphasis (POE).

International Baccalaureate Credit
A small, but increasing, number of new Juniata students come with either International Baccalaureate credits or have graduated with an International Baccalaureate (I.B.) diploma, which equates to 30 college credits and sophomore status.  These students have attended special high schools which offer an approved I.B. curriculum.
If our office has circled the International Baccalaureate heading directly above, please inquire of the new student how well he or she feels they did on the I.B. exams.  Results will be known in July.  The International Baccalaureate grading scale is as follows: 7 = excellent, 6 = very good, 5 = good, 4 = satisfactory, 3 = mediocre, 2 = poor, 1 = very poor.  Students who generally score at 4 and 5 or above on ALL their exams earn an I.B. diploma, otherwise students earn an I.B. certificate and the College grants general transfer credit for exam scores of 5 or above in the appropriate divisions.  Students with I.B. certificates who wish to be granted Juniata College course equivalency will need to go to the department chair for his or her approval.  In recent years, Juniata had I.B. diploma recipients who attended McCaskey High School in Lancaster, George C. Marshall High School in Virginia, and I.B. high schools in New Mexico and Quito, Ecuador.  To learn more about the International Baccalaureate program, go to: www.ibo.org.
 As with AP test results, students who have earned I.B. credits or a diploma will have to speak with the director of the College Writing Seminar before they will be exempted from taking the College Writing Seminar (EN 110). Students with I.B. English credits are asked to bring a portfolio of their writings with them to Juniata for review.
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
