Biography: Head Football Coach Carmen 
Felus has been coaching college football 
for over 14 years. Coach Felus and his staff 
will provide the latest instruction in skill 
development techniques and fundamentals which 
has led to his team’s success on the national level. 
During Felus’ coaching tenure, his teams have won or 
shared their conference championship seven times, 
reached the NCAA Division II national playoffs five 
times and have been consistently ranked nationally.

Youth Camp—June 18-19
Time:	 8:30 am—4 pm
Ages:	 entering grades 1 thru 8

Campers will receive two days of expert and personal 
instruction. We will place an emphasis on fun and the 
enjoyment of playing football. Each session will focus 
on football skills and also on games and football 
related activities. The coaching and teaching sessions 
will be geared towards the basic fundamentals of 
football and allow each camper the opportunity to 
play and learn each offensive position, defensive 
position and special teams.

One Day Showcase—June 20
Time:	 9 am—3 pm
Ages:	 entering grades 9 thru 12

This camp will focus on high school players and 
introduce them to a college football setting. It is a 
non-contact camp to develop each player’s specific skills 
and provide competition with an exciting atmosphere. 
The camp will also focus on what to expect from the 
college recruiting experience, academic and compliance 
workshops, and a chance to experience what it is like 
to be a college football player at Juniata. Instruction 
will be position specific and place an emphasis on 
individual skill development.
